	University (Post-secondary)
	Photocopy of diploma/degree (front and back)
AND

Original Transcript/grade report issued by the institution in a sealed envelope


Where documents issued in sealed envelopes are required, the original documents must include an institutional seal and signature, and be submitted in an envelope sealed by the issuing body. A seal, stamp, or signature of an official must overlap the flap.
Please contact the US institution(s) to which you plan to apply to learn about the kind of evaluation they require and any special information that should be included in the evaluation report.

We will contact you if we need additional documents or information. While we are waiting for missing documents, your file will be kept for six months. After that time, you will need to reapply when you have all required documents.

Do not send records from non-credit vocational training programs. Only academic programs are evaluated.

IACE does not issue refunds when clients have not submitted all required documents and information.  If IACE attempts to verify the authenticity but does not receive verification after three attempts, a $50 verification attempt fee will be kept and the rest of the application fee will be refunded to the client.
