Educational records submitted for evaluation should be issued by the institution in Spanish. *** All Documents must have Translations.  We require Photocopies of the Translations, not the Original Translations.  For translations you have two options:  Option 1) For Certified Translations IACEI recommends Credential Consultants. A link to their website can be found on our website (www.iacei.net) New Clients section (Translation Services).  Option 2) You can type or hand write the translations very clearly on a photocopy of your documents.

Note: If you completed high school and university level studies, it is recommended that you submit both your high school records and your university records for evaluation.  Many US universities require proof of high school graduation even though university level studies were completed.  There is no extra charge to include multiple documents.
